Dear Representative Goodlatte:

Thank you for your interest in the facts and circumstances
surrounding the death of Conley Lane in 1992. I remember the case well. I
was notified of the collision shortly after it occurred and I arrived on the
scene not long after Conley was pronounced dead. I wish from the inside
out that I could unscroll from my mind some of the memories imprinted
there on that black night. They are with me as if it happened yesterday.

I guess before we get into the facts I want to tell you I am pleased
that you have contacted the U.S. Department of Justice concerning this
case. | hope that you can talk them in to launching a federal investigation.
Perhaps if you are successful I will not have to respond to quite as many
inquiries from folks such as yourself who wish to know why an impaired
driver who struck and killed two young men was not prosecuted for any
crime — not even impaired driving.

Conley Lane’s father pretty much died with his son. A big part of
him did anyway and what survives is lacquered with more layers of pain
than any one man should ever have to bear. I am, I suppose, more or less
at the epicenter of his angst. I imagine he will be very pleased to know
that his efforts to hurt me have been successful. I believe that Jim Lane’s
deep and abiding contempt for me, my office and the criminal justice
system in this County is, at least in part, a byproduct of a legal standard
that he can not and probably should not ever be able to get his arms
around. The balance of this letter will hopefully bring you to a point
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
